1. PAYMENT AND REFUNDS. Applications submitted prior to November 9, 2018 must be
accompanied by a deposit in the amount of 50% of the total booth fee. The balance of the space
rental charge will become due and payable on November 9, 2018. Applications submitted after
November 9, 2018, must be accompanied by payment IN FULL. Applications received without
such payment will be processed but space assignments will not be made.

If Show Management receives a written request for cancellation or downgrade of space on or
before November 9, 2018, the exhibitor will be liable for a 25% processing fee. For cancellations
or downgrades received after November 9, 2018, no refunds will be issued.

Itis expressly agreed by the exhibitor that in the event he fails to pay the space rental at the times
specified, or fails to comply with any other provisions contained in these rules and regulations
concerning its use of exhibit space, Show Management shall have the right to reassign the booth
location shown on the face of the contract or to take possession of said space and lease same,
or any part thereof, to such parties and upon such terms and conditions as it may deem proper.
